Brandles uniform consists of 

School black trousers – no jeans, tracksuit trousers, or similar 

School black blazer 

School black v-necked jumper 

White shirt (long or short sleeved) 

 

T Shirts can be worn under the school shirt but it must be  plain  white. 

Black shoes  

Pupils who refuse to wear black school shoes will be provided with a pair of school 

plimsolls to wear. 

It is not permitted to wear a pair of trousers or shorts under school trousers. 

Trousers are to be worn on the waist. 

 

PE kit consists of white polo shirt, blue shorts and socks.  

Trainers 

If agreed with the PE staff, black or blue tracksuit trousers can be provided and washed by 

parents to be worn in cold and wet weather. 

 

PE kit is kept at school for the week and taken home every Friday to be washed. 

Pupils need to provide a pair of trainers that they can keep in their PE lockers just to use for 

PE. 

 

Jewellery  

Pupils are permitted to wear a watch – but must be responsible for taking care of it. 

Necklaces and rings are not allowed, but a small stud in the ear is acceptable.  

Other piercings are not permitted. 

 

Hair Care 

The sĐhool eǆpeĐts pupils’ hair to ďe Đlean and tidǇ.  
Long hair should be tied back if requested and patterns and designs in short hair are not 

permitted. 

Coloured hair is not permitted unless agreed with the Head Teacher. 

 

Personal equipment  

Boys’ coats are hung up in a cupboard on arrival at school. 

Personal items (phones, keys, etc.) are given in on arrival at school and kept safe in 

individually labelled wallets and returned at the end of the school day. 

Personal items found on pupils during the day will be confiscated until a parent or carer 

can collect them.
